Overview of 2nd year budget

Budget is divided into 3 items: Staff costs, Direct costs and General costs.

Staff costs: budget 309.348, grant 18.940 (only for students) spent 16.988).

Direct costs will almost totally be refunded by the project:

1. Travel 130.000 (spent 75.059)

2. Equipment 25.000 (only spent: 6.714)

3. Other costs: 14.500 

General costs are not reimbursed any more.
