· The partners need to be specialised. At the moment, everybody is doing everything.

· One reviewer said the technical dictionary is not an interesting output.

· The validation of the packages has to be done by external evaluators

· Industrial partners should be included

4-  TASK 2 EVOLUTION (2nd YEAR)

· It was decided to give all the existing courses a common format : 

· F. Klett : draw the attention to the following features: adaptativity : knowledge level, and learning style (design and instructional level)

· It was decided  to try to connect modules , thus paving the way to a common curricula in some disciplines.

· As a first step we will try to organise three modules  which are interconnected.

· Technical dictionary becomes glossary associated with the modules, available in the developers languages.

5- ADMINISTRATIVE AND FINANCIAL ASPECTS

· For the second year  reimbursement of the accommodation and subsistence will be done on a daily allowance basis respecting the maximum value allowed by the Commission.

· For the meeting in Vigo it was decided by all the presents to be paid on the basis of 130 € per day, for accomodation and subsistence
