REMARKS:

1. PhD. study is organized separately and is regulated by a special Instruction of the Ministry of Education of the Slovak Republic. This study is completely research oriented. Each student has a supervisor and individual study plan.

2.  To the student who does not meet the entrance requirements for doctoral study can be assigned by a “differential study” in amount of maximum 60 credits. After a successful completion of this study he is allowed to continue in doctoral studies.
